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Basic prepositions:  A preposition is a word that 
is used before a noun, a noun phrase, or a 
pronoun, connecting it to another word.  
Prepositions are words like "in," "at," "on,".

Colors:  The appearance that something has as a 
result of reflecting light.

Descriptive adjectives: Adjective is a word that 
describes a noun or pronoun.

Big:  Large in size or amount

Small:  Little in size or amount

Tall:  Of more than average height, or of a 
particular height.

Short:  Small in length, distance, or height.

Curly:  Having curls or a curved shape

Straight:  In a line or direction that is not curved or 
bent.

Long:  Measuring a great length from one end to 
the other.
