Grammar

Modal “can — can’t”

Structure:

Subject + can/can’t + base form of the verb
Examples:

. Responsible Behavior at Home:
She can cook healthy meals for the family.

Meaning: She has the ability to cook healthy food, which
is a responsible behavior at home.

. Irresponsible Behavior at School:
Students can't throw garbage on the floor.

Meaning: It is not allowed for students to throw garbage
on the floor.

. Responsible Behavior Towards the Environment:
We can recycle plastic and paper.

Meaning: We have the ability to recycle plastic and
paper.
